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10" Grade Fashion Design and construction; Term Il

++ Course description

The 10" Grade Fashion Design course is designed to guide students
through many aspects of garment design and construction. Students will
become familiar with the various hand and machine sewing techniques
essential for achieving professional results in garment construction.

This course is offered to students that would like to pursue a fashion
design career major. The student completing this course will be able to
demonstrate an understanding of:

« The changing role of workers in the fashion industry

« Terminology and concepts associated with the fashion field
= \arious career opportunities

« Hands on production of garment sample pieces

This is the second half of a one-year course. It meets during an 18-week
term, for two forty-minute periods. The prerequisite for this course is the
first term tenth year construction course.

#+ Course Objectives
At the completion of this course, students will be able to:

« Understand and use vocabulary that is used in he field of garment
construction and fashion design

« Use the appropriate tools and equipment needed to produce a
garment, from fabric layout to finished garment

« Reinforce and develop various techniques of sketch interpretation
and measurement specification in relationship to garment
construction

« Demonstrate how academic knowledge and technical knowledge
skills are used in garment design and production

* Understand the garment related properties of textile applications in
fabric layout, cutting and marking and construction of garments

» Apply garment construction skills acquired in the first term to
enhance performance in the second half of this course

« Apply accepted career orientated workmanship standards and
implement requirements for entry into upper level study in the
fashion design course at The High School of Fashion Industries

« Students will apply layout, cutting, sewing (hand and machine), and
finishing techniques to finish any required projects given in class

e Students will complete a minimum of 17 required sample pieces. As
well as any lesson enrichment projects given during the term

o Students will complete the minimum of one fashion design related
literacy, illustration or research projects

« Students will assemble and organize an assessment portfolio of all
sample pieces and projects completed this term

« Students will acquire career-specific technical knowledge/skills
necessary to progress toward upper level course work
