Booting Up- Turning the computer on.
2  
Save as Command vs. Save Command- Save as Command is used to save a document for the first time or under another name. Save Command saves a previously saved document.
3 
Title Bar- Appears at the top of a window and shows the name of the window.
4
Menu Bars- Are located on each of the application programs. They contain commands needed to work on the application programs.
5
Active Lines- Are horizontal lines at the top of a window which appear when the window is active. When you click on these lines and drag them you are able to move the window in any direction.
6
Scroll Bars- These are the vertical and horizontal bars at the right and bottom of a window. At either end of these bars are arrows. Clicking on these arrows will scroll the contents up and down and left and right.

The Zoom Box- Clicking once on the zoom box, which is located in the upper right hand corner of a window will enlarge a window to full size or return it to its original size.

The Desktop- The area that appears when you first boot - up (start-up) the computer. It is designed to function as an office desktop. You should see icons which connects the user to the various programs installed on the computer, or icons of saved documents.

Pixel- One single dot out of many 9typically thousands) that make up a screen image.
10 
Highlighting- Something you do with your mouse that alerts the computer that a change of some kind is about to happen in a certain location.
11 
Dialog Box- A boxes that contains a message, often requesting information from you. Sometimes the message is accompanied by a sound. It is so named because you and the computer often exchange information through these boxes.

Hard Drive- Also known as Hard Disk Drive, in which one or more metal disks are permanently sealed. A hard disk drive stores very large amounts of information and operates much faster than a floppy disk.

Formatting a Disk- Formatting prepare a disk to receive information. Formatting will erase all information previously on the disk.

Button- A pushbutton – like image in dialog boxes that you can click to designate, confirm, or cancel an action.

The Trash- Represented by an ICON (a picture that represents something) gets rid of unwanted items.
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
